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T HE St. Cloud State Teachers College was established in 1869. It is the 
largest teacher-training institution in Niinnesota and one of the largest in 

the Northwest. The college now has the authority to prescribe a four-year 
course and to grant a degree. More than four thousand students have graduated 
from the college, and the alumni hold some of the most important teaching and 
administrative positions in Minnesota and in other states. The total enrollment 
for the year 1921-22 was fifteen hundred seventy-eight. 

l-Iigh-school graduates are admitted vvithout examination upon presenta­
tion of credentials, and they receive the advanced diploma after completing the 
two-year course. This diploma legalizes the holder to teach in the grades of any 
city or town of the state and, after two years of successful experience, becomes a 
life certificate. Graduates of the two-year course are admitted to junior standing 
in the College of Education of the University of J\1innesota. 
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Courses are offered for those who wish to prepare to teach in kindergarten­
prin1ary, intermediate, or advanced grades. Courses leading to special diplomas 
are offered in home economics, industrial arts, and music. Although the col­
lege is the largest in the state, the demand for graduates far exceeds the supply. 

The college encourages athletics and social activities. Some of the athletic 
teams of recent years have been among the best in the state. There are seven 
literary societies, a dramatic club, a rural-life club, a camera club, a hiking club, 
and other organizations. 

The campus is unusually attractive. There are two excellent dormitories 
for young women, and board and room are provided at a very low rate. There 
is no tuition for those who declare their intention to teach in Minnesota for two 
years. 

The spirit of the college is one of wholesome optimism and good-fellowship.
